Pakistan Army
Operation against militancy re-established the writ of government. Wreckage of infrastructure in Malakand
narrated the story of devastations beyond comprehension. Adding to the obliteration of Malakand, Flood 2010
swamped infrastructure. Provincial Reconstruction Rehabilitation and Settlement Authority-PaRRSA was given the
task of raising Malakand to its previous stature. Reconstruction of infrastructure and assisting the habitants of region
torebuildisacolossal job that is competently in continual execution.

Reconstruction of schools by Reconstruction Rehabilitation & Settlement Authority-PaRRSA Khyber Pakhtunkhwa is
in completion stages in Malakand Division. PaRRSA has
expedited the process of reconstruction of destroyed
schools during militancy in Malakand Division. 181 schools
were completely destroyed in Malakand division during
militancy amongst these 117 are being reconstructed by
the financial support of USAID. 60 schools are completely
reconstructed till date, along with additional 41 schools
reconstructed by Pakistan Army with the financial support
of United Arab Emirates. Other NGOs has reconstructed 5
schools in Malakand Division.

These reconstructed schools by PaRRSA are equipped with

all required furniture and laboratory equipment. Schools
bags are distributed amongst students in operational

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schools. These schools are built on the modern
architectural lines to facilitate children for better
learning environment including library, computer
laboratory and science laboratory. These schools are
models for other educational institutions in the region.

other infrastructure were destroyed or damaged. 4

BHUs were destroyed in SWAT including Chongi [ - _ e

Shamozai BHU, Mian Kaley BHU, Nazar Abad BHU and NeWw.Ftirniture and School Bags provided to the students of
Kishora BHU, while in Buner Region Topai BHU was reconstructed schools in Malakand Division by USAID
completely destroyed.

After normalcy in Malakand region, PaRRSA focused on the reconstruction of these BHUs to provide health facilities
to people of this region. These BHUs are reconstructed with the financial support of USAID. BHUs also have
residential quarters for the staff.

PaRRSA is in the process of completing Thirteen-13 drinking water supply schemes in District Buner with the
financial support of USAID. Amandara and Munda Headworks were damaged in Floods 2010. PaRRSA has completed
90% of reconstruction work on these headworks with the financial support of USAID. Charsadda, Nowshera and
Peshawar Districts will benefit from these headworks along with providing safeguard to an extent against floods.

GENDER MAINSTREAMING IN CONFLICT AFFECTED AREAS

Currently women are involved in a number of on and off farm activities in the conflict affected Malakand Division.
Their inputs are not visible and their control over the resources is almost non-existent.

Awareness and understanding of women's critical needs, roles and responsibility vis-a-vis men in different fields
have not been ever been highlighted in a big way. Except for the education, health, population welfare and local
government, women staff has rarely been inducted into the other departments.

Local NGOs and CBOs have limited technical capacity in addressing gender issues and ensure integration of gender
concerns in the grassroots developmental initiatives. There is also, lack of coordination between the different civil
society groups working at the grass roots levels and the government line departments in assessing, planning and
implementation of activities.
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Itis required to co-ordinate activities of the different line departments at the regional level to ensure that women's
issues are addressed through developmental interventions. However, the mechanism for co-ordination among
various actors is not apparent. There is no plan for formulizing / continuing with the gender focused activities in the
conflict affected areas. Further, women's inclusion in different programs have been more gquantitative concerned
largely with increasing the number and less with the quality and meaning of women's participation. The latter raises
difficult problems about the orientation of the institutional development process. There should be a capacity
building strategy which must focus primarily on enhancing technical and managerial skills of female staff of service
delivery organizations.

Targeting

An intensive gender sensitive program is suggested at the policy and operational levels. The intervention must
provide activities directly benefiting women and introduce institutional mechanisms that will facilitate the long-
term improvement in women's social, economic and political status. One course of action might be to expand
awareness in the implementing line agencies and as well as the community institutions in affected areas. Several
approaches can be involved but mainly with the idea of presenting the limitations placed on women and how these
affect an agency or community as a whole, whether in terms of planning in a line agency or contributing
economically in a community. A second course of action may be to provide the capacity and infrastructure to the
service provider and at the community level to improve the working relations between genders. By placing
professional female staff in aimplementing agencies. This can also be done at the village level by providing training
forwomen who will be able to better serve the community as either village extension workers, teachers or TBAs. The
gender main streaming program will therefore target both men and women at different levels, to try and address the
gender biases that exist as well as the conditions of poverty through awareness and practical development
initiatives linked to the Project's component programs.




Activities Which Can Help

To provide technical support for planning and implementing gender mainstreaming through local NGOs / and other
implanting partners and placing gender development officers at their strengths. They will be involved in both
coordination of gender mainstreaming as well as delivering technical and capacity building support. The capacity
building programs will focus on improving women's skills in management, market orientation, decision-making,
conflict resolution and financial management etc. A more systematic approach can be adapted to raising women's
skills especially in building entrepreneurial and marketable technical skills to ensure a space for women's skills and
products in the immediate and district level markets. The major portion of activities should be related to health
awareness, teaching, Traditional Birth Attendants, capacity building, micro enterprise management, crop and
livestock production. Training may is also be provided for gender sensitive planning and project implementation.
Upgrading the institutional infrastructure will be done through the construction of working women's hostels and
equipping the offices of female technical staff in line agencies. The provision of credit to women's groups, coupled
with productive packages and /or skills training opens up possibilities for women to increase income.

How It Can Be Achieved

PaRRSA which has been entrusted the task of Reconstruction and Rehabilitation of conflict affected areas of
Malakand is primarily a coordination platform, may coordinate with the international community to invest in this
crosscutting venture.

TYPHOON HAIYAN: THOUSANDS FEARED DEAD IN PHILIPPINES

Around 10,000 people may have died in just one area of the Philippines hit by Typhoon Haiyan, according to officials.
One of the worst storms on record, it destroyed homes, schools and an airport in the eastern city of Tacloban.
Neighboring Samar Island was also badly affected, with reports of 300 people dead and 2,000 missing. The

Philippine government has so far only confirmed the deaths of 151 people throughout the country, but hundreds of




thousands have been displaced. The BBC's Rupert Wing field-Hayes reports that the scene in Tacloban, the capital of
Leyte province, is one of utter devastation.

Houses in Tacloban have been flattened by the massive
storm surge that accompanied Typhoon Haiyan. There's
no clean water, no electricity and very little food. City
officials said they were struggling to distribute aid and
that looting was widespread.

In some areas, the dead are being buried in mass graves.
Our correspondent says hundreds of people are at the
airport, itself badly damaged, trying to get on aflight out
of Tacloban. The typhoon is now bearing down on
Vietnam. More than 600,000 people have been
evacuated in Northern Provinces. At least four people
were reported killed there, apparently while trying to
escape the storm. The BBC Weather Centre says the
typhoon is expected to make landfall south of Hanoi on
Monday afternoon local time (between 03:00 and 09:00 GMT), although it will have decreased markedly in strength.

Relief Operation

Philippine Interior Secretary Mar Roxas says the scale of the relief operation that is now required is overwhelming,
with some places described as a wasteland of mud and debris. "From a helicopter, you can see the extent of
devastation. From the shore and moving a kilometer inland, there are no structures standing. It was like a tsunami,"
he told Reuters news agency. "l don't know how to describe what | saw. It's horrific."

A UN official who arrived in Tacloban on Saturday ( November 9, 2013) , Sebastian Rhodes Stampa, said he was told
there had been a 3m (10ft)
water surge through the city, in
places up to 10m. "Vehicles
thrown up against walls,
telegraph poles down, roads
blocked. It's a pretty grim
situation all the way round," he
told the BBC. Tecson Lim, city
administrator of Tacloban, told
the Associated Press that the
death toll in the city alone
"could go up to 10,000". Police
Chief Elmer Soria said about
70% to 80% of the area in the
path of the storm in Leyte
province was destroyed. He
said most of the deaths were
from drowning or collapsed
buildings.

A total of 309 schools (primary, middle, high, higher secondary) were damaged due to militancy in five districts of
Malakand Division. Of which, 180 schools were fully and 129 partially damaged with severe damage to their
structure. Out of the fully damaged schools, 122are being reconstructed with USAID support. Out of the 122 fully
damaged schools, 84 schools are in district Swat, 13 in Buner, 20 in district Dir Lower and 5 schools in Dir Upper.
